Our rights to 

bargain, expressed in this law protected us 

and allowed us to have a voice in the  

learning conditions of our students. 

 

Ohioôs Governor John Kasich changed all 

that when he signed SB 5 into law on 

Thursday, March 31, 2011. 

 

This winter and spring, WOEA members 

have proven ourselves to be strong  

advocates of the rights that our  

predecessors fought so hard to earn for us.  

We have attended rallies and OEA Member 

Lobby Days, written letters and emails to 

our elected officials, made phone calls, 

trained to pass petitions, collected  

signatures, and continued to do our best in 

our work place every day. 

 

Repealing Senate Bill 5 is just the  

beginning . 

 

The Ohio legislature also has many other 

attacks on public education coming our 

way.  WOEA members are fighting to  

protect public education in our efforts to 

impact the budget bill, charter school  

legislation, and the pension legislation.
